At St. Stephen’s, the love of choral
and instrumental music is evident through their wide use in our corporate worship and in
mission. We will award a variety of scholarships each semester to local college students
majoring in music, music education, or music performance and/or to area high school seniors
planning to major in vocal or instrumental music who currently take private lessons. We are
thrilled that you are interested in pursuing a musical career and welcome your participation in
our scholarship competition and our music ensembles.

Below are requirements, deadlines, and participation instructions.

1. Complete the attached Scholarship Application. Your choir/orchestra/band director or
private studio teacher must sign the form for your application to be considered.

2. Have your director or teacher complete the Director’s Evaluation and mail it to St. Stephen’s
UMC. The Director’s Evaluation must be postmarked no later than September 12,
2008.

3. Your application and evaluation must be postmarked no later than September 12, 2008.

4. Once your application is received and reviewed, you will be contacted by a Scholarship
Committee Member to confirm your interest and answer any questions you have about
the audition.

5. All auditions will be held from September 2, 2008 — September 12, 2008. You will be
contacted regarding an audition day and time.

a. You must provide your own accompanist for your audition.

b. Singers should be prepared to perform two classical, contemporary, or musical
theatre pieces of contrasting styles. The pieces that you choose should be those
that best display your musical abilities. Instrumentalists should be prepared to
play one piece, one etude, and any requested major scale.

c. Please dress appropriately for auditions. Dresses are appropriate for women; men
should wear a sport coat or suit and a tie.

d. A panel of three judges will evaluate the auditions and application information to
determine the scholarship winner(s) after all auditions have been completed.

6. The scholarship winner(s) will be notified within one week of the auditions. Those not
receiving scholarships will receive a written letter within one week following the
audition. A meeting of the winner with the St. Stephen’s Director of Music Ministries
will be set up to review commitments and the semester’s calendar. The winner will
receive a formal letter announcing the competition results within a week.

7. The scholarship winner(s) will be required to rehearse and perform for one semester with
the appropriate ensemble. The winner may also be featured as a soloist in worship
once throughout each semester.

8. The scholarship check will be mailed directly to the private instructor or financial aid offices
at the college the winner attends.
